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		WHAT TO EXPECT DURING CONSTRUCTION?
Construction will be disruptive. You can expect to see and hear construction activities throughout the corridor during the duration of work. Construction impacts will include: 
1. Noise, dust, and vibration
1. Nighttime and weekend work, as needed
1. Pedestrian detours
1. Temporary utility shut-offs
1. Disruptions to daily commute, including traffic detours and temporary driveway, road, and lane closures
ANTICIPATED CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES  
1. Repaving the street and building new bus platforms in the roadway
1. Placing new bus shelters and other station amenities

		SCHEDULE UPDATES 

We made significant advances in 2019 in the process to secure a Federal Transit Administration (FTA) Small Starts grant. As a regular part of the Small Starts grant process, FTA hired an independent consultant to review project scope, schedule, and risk. The consultant recommended an additional $6.2 million in funds to cover unexpected events or circumstances that could arise during construction. They also recommended including additional time in the construction schedule as a buffer for unexpected events.

Based on FTA's review, our largest funding partner, we are updating the project budget and service start date to 2023. You may have received a mailer that says the project is scheduled to be complete in 2022. We are still aiming for a construction timeframe of about 24 months and we are updating our outreach materials to reflect this change.

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		PROJECT BUDGET AND FUNDING
This project is partially funded by the voter-approved Levy to Move Seattle, voter approved Sound Transit 3 (ST3) package, and state and federal grants. We are pursuing Federal Transit Administration funding to be able to deliver this project. The project budget is $127.5 million. This was increased due to FTA requiring additional contingency funding.
