			"On December 19, 2019, Freeway Park, the first park in the world to be built atop a freeway, was listed in the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP). With the initial phase of construction completed in 1976, the groundbreaking work of landscape architecture was created by Lawrence Halprin & Associates under the design direction of Angela Danadjieva. The NRHP listing noted the park’s significance at the national level under Criterion A, recognizing “its direct connection to the recreational needs of the citizens of Seattle…as an example of an innovative urban design solution,” and Criterion C, “as a resource that embodies the distinctive characteristics of its type, period of construction and method of construction.” - Read more HERE
